Family & Consumer 
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Interview Judging 

for 

General and Consumer Projects 

 

The interview judging technique used for general and consumer projects at the Logan County Fair is 

an opportunity for the 4-H member to explain what was learned on their project and receive helpful 

comments for future related activities. 

 

Keep these tips in mind when preparing for the judging: 

 

Á Make sure you have the correct manuals and the revised electronic record. 

 

Á To find project requirements & score sheets go on line to:  

www.colorado4h.org/project_resources 

Scroll down and click on General/Natural Resources 4-H Projects or Family Consumer 

Science Projects; then scroll to your project.  The requirements for each project, along with a 

tip sheet, score sheet and record book are listed. 

 

Á Do quality work on your exhibit and your record book. 

 

Á Place your record in a sturdy binder.  (We have 4-H binders here at the Extension Office for a 

cost of $2.) 

 

Á Bring both your E-record book and your exhibit to the interview judging day. 

 

Á Only exhibits that are interview judged are eligible to go on to state fair. 

 

Á Relax and honestly answer the questions the judge asks.  Judges understand that there may be 

some areas that were difficult for you &/or areas where you need suggestions. 

 

Á Feel free to ask questions of the judge.  Judges have experience in the area being judged and 

can offer helpful comments for your next project or exhibit. 

 

Á Do your best and remember that you are all CHAMPIONS  because you have developed life 

skills and character through your hard work for this yearôs fair project.

(COOL) Country of Origin Label 

Mandatory Country of Origin Labeling (COOL) was implemented starting on September 30, 2008 by the 

USDA.  As a result, all beef, pork, lamb, and goat must have documentation as to the origin of the animals to 

be marketed in the U.S. and international meat industry.  This act will require effective documentation of 4-H or 

FFA market animal projects that will be sold for meat purposes.  The COOL form will again be required for 

2010! The form is included in this newsletter and will be due when you sign up for the sale.

Vet Check at County Fair  

We will follow the same procedures as last year for the vet checks.  All beef cattle will be checked by 

the vets once they are stalled. The 4-H member or a family member needs to be present at this time.  

All lambs and goats will be checked as they come off the trailer at the designated unloading spot, and 

hogs will be checked prior to unloading from trailer.  See unloading map in this newsletter. 

 

Horse Advancement Levels Testing 

To be eligible to show in the Logan County Fair (halter and performance), members are to 

complete the beginning (Level 1) requirements.  For the 2010 Logan County Fair all exhibitors 

must have completed Colorado Horse project Advancement Level 2 to compete in gymkhana and 

cattle classes.  A written test must be passed, followed by a performance riding test with you and 

your horse.   

 

Riding tests will be conducted Wednesday, July 7
th

 at 5pm at the Fairgrounds.  Please call the 

Extension office to sign up. 

 

Both tests must be completed before the fair entry date of July 16.  DO NOT wait until the last 

minute!
